Judging for the Burnout King

The Burnout King is decided by a panel of 4 judges who
award points for each of the following criteria.

Vehicle Presentation (10pts), Instant Smoke (10pts) ,
Skill (10pts), Control (10pts), Continuous Smoke
(10pts), Crowd Reaction/Entertainment (10pts).

All Perth Motorplex Burnout competitions are judged on a
standard scoring sheet by 4 judges. Judges are evenly
distributed with no conferring on scores using the above
criteria.

Judges are directed to deduct several points off a com-
petitor who is required to use reverse to get out of a cor-
ner—but to mark down heavily those entrants who con-
tinually use reverse.

If a competitor is required by the Safety official to stop and
the issue is determined to be not serious—they may be
permitted to recommence their burnout at the Safety Mar-
shall's discretion

COMPETITORS INFORMATION ...

COMPETITOR GATES OPEN 4:00pm
Scrutineering will be done in the Drag Racing
Scrutineering building. Please get this done as
early as possible.
Please be in the staging lanes no later than 15
minutes before your allotted session.
Each competitor is permitted to take one crew
with them out to the burnout area. Perth Motor-
plex staff will assist you in removing your vehicle
if it cannot be driven away.
Both the Competitor and his ‘crew person’ are
required to sign an indemnity form  to receive
a wrist band that allows them to enter the arena
and remember the driver must wear a helmet,
long sleeves, long pants, shoes and socks and
your crew person must have shoes and socks
and a T-Shirt as minimum and don't forget you
both have to have an armband.
The first 10 burnout competitors will be parked
adjacent to the Snakepit. Subsequent competi-
tors will be trying to knock out the lowest point
scorer until the end of the night. The remaining
10 will be awarded 1 of 8 ‘Top 10" number plates
- the Runners up trophy and plate - and of
course the Burnout King Winners trophy, plate
and jacket.

Vehicles that have been knocked out ...or who did not
receive enough points to be one of the Top 10 need to
leave the area. Assistance will be provided if required as
we want only the Top 10 in public view.

ALL COMPETITORS PLEASE NOTE:
ALL vehicles must be muffled (95dba). Again
nobody has exceeded this for a while so thanks
guys!
NO reverse burnouts (ok to get out of trouble)
NO passengers
NEAT Street vehicles only (bonnets on please).
OFFICIALS instructions (and red lights) must
be followed (you may just be on FIRE!)
NO ALCOHOL cannot be consumed by anyone
during the event—and NO GLASS!
